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ONE LAND & PLATFORM PARADISE 

OPENING EVENT
FAST reports on the opening of the One Land and Platform Paradise, a 10-day international art and architecture project, 
in the village of Ein Hawd

August 28, Ein Hawd, Israel

On the evening of 28th August, the four years international project One Land Two Systems that aims at generating a sustainable 
planning alternative for Ein Hawd, was launched for the first time in Israel.

The event took place in the Golden Heart Pavilion, the first community structure in the village, designed and set up by F.A.S.T..  

At the launch event, several talks were given and the exhibition One Land, consisting of the new Ein Hawds masterplan, the 
village history and the film ‘500 dunams on the moon’ by Rachel Leah Johns, was opened.

The event was opened with a talk by Mr. Carmel Sela, the head of the regional council Hof Ha’Carmel who promised to help 
making the dream […of the masterplan] into reality.

Ein Hawd mayor Muhammed Abu Al Hayja welcomed the international participants and crowd to his village, and said he was 
very happy with the progression of project and with commitment of Mr. Carmel Sela’s to making Ein Hawd the Pearl of the 
Carmel.

Malkit Shoshan, the director of F.A.S.T. and the initiator of the project, talked about the power of art and architecture in 
visualizing and realizing dreams; in making Ein Hawd into a pilot for a new kind of architecture; and into the most exciting and 
beautiful Arab village in Israel.

Maurizio Bortolotti, the Italian curator of Platform Paradise, described how projects of famous artists such as Dan Graham, 
Yona Friedman, Ali Kazma and Tomas Saraceno form a laboratory for socially engaged art.

The poet Salman Natour talked about the long struggle of the villagers, the hopes that the project generates and the necessity 
to have proper roads, infrastructure and permanent public structures in the village.

After the speeches, the guests were invited by Shoshan to visit the exhibition that was designed by the Palestinian artist Sharif 
Waked. 

One Land and Platform Paradise happening will take place until 6th September.

About One Land & Platform Paradise

One Land and Platform Paradise are two projects celebrating the rebirth of Ein Hawd, a Palestinian village in Israel

Following the four-year project, One Land Two Systems, which created a new masterplan for (and with) the unrecognised 
Palestinian village of Ein Hawd, FAST organizes two new celebratory initiatives One Land Two Systems began with an international 
architecture and design competition for the development of an alternative master plan for the village. The winners of the 
competition, a group of architects and designers from France, Germany and Israel, have joined FAST and the community of Ein 
Hawd to further develop a sustainable solution for the village. 

The plan has now been completed by FAST, to the satisfaction of Ein Hawd’s residents, for whom it is the beginning of making 
their dreams a reality. It is now being used in negotiation with the authorities to have Ein Hawd fully recognised by the state. 
The process, meanwhile, has acted as a model for a new kind of architectural practice based on community, sustainability 
and politics. From August 28th to September 7th, a series of public events and workshops, and spatial, social and cultural 
interventions in Ein Hawd finalises the project by making concrete changes in the village and its surroundings. The project is 
divided into two programs: ONE LAND and PLATFORM PARADISE.

ONE LAND celebrates the rebirth of Ein Hawd through its new masterplan.

PLATFORM PARADISE is art show commissioned by FAST and curated by Maurizio Bortolotti.
